In March, we volunteered to work the EGA-ANG Booth at the Quilt and Craft Fair at the Pomona Fairplex. We collected 58 names of people interested in visiting chapters in our area. We had 3 people join our guild last year from this source, and they have 

become wonderful members. 

 
As a new adventure, we have started a Stitch-in Group that meets in the day time, the week after our regular meeting.  We are meeting in a quilt shop in Upland.  One of our people was in the shop and showed the owner the piece of needlework she had in her purse.  BISHOP’S PEAK: Our Chapter did a program regarding the "kissing pillows" last year and the Chapter stitched 60 pillows.  One of our members, Ann Starlin, has been ill for the past year and found that she could stitch the kissing pillows easily.  She was confined to a bed or chair and when she was feeling well enough would stitch the little pillows.  At this point, Ann has stitched approximately 550 pillows and is still stitching them.  Needless to say, she does not need to look at the pattern!
